Morningside Ave nue Bridge Rehabilitation and Road Resurfacing

Initially the road resurfacing work was to be done with the bridge construction.
The bridge work will not be completed until May of 2018. The timelines have
changed due to our rainy weather but mainly due to the contractor not
anticipating material needs, and having trouble properly managing a sub-
contractor.

The road repaving work will be done first, and completed by the end of November
2017, as originally scheduled. This decision was made in order to lessen the
effect of the bridge work delay on area residents.
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The driveway paving in front of West Hill Collegiate was completed on September
1, 2017. The installation of the base coat of asphalt on Morningside on either side
of the bridge was done soon after.

| am very disappointed in this delay. The contractor is adding a second shift to
meet the May 2018 completion date including working through the winter. (There
are financial penalties imposed upon the contractor for any delays)

The list below details the remaining work needed to be completed for the bridge
rehabilitation: There are two stages for the bridge rehabilitation works.

Stage 1 (east side of Morningside Avenue )

Finish erection of girders (currently on going)

Cast and install concrete deck slab, sidewalks and parapets

Cast and install the approach slab and expansion joints

Install gabion walls to accommodate widening

Install aluminum railing, light poles and electrical ducts and cables
Waterproof and pave the bridge deck

Line mark lanes on the roadway on the bridge and approaches
Move traffic to completed deck and commence stage 2
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Stage 2 (west side of Morningside Avenue)
1. Remove the asphalt
2. Demolish and remove superstructure-bridge deck, sidewalk parapet wall
and concrete girders.
3. Widen the piers and abutments for the widening of the bridge
4. Construct gabion walls to accommodate widening.
5. Erect steel girders
6. Cast and place bridge deck, sidewalks and parapets
7. Cast and place approach slab and expansion joints
8. Install aluminum railing, light poles and electrical ducts and cables
9. Waterproof and pave the bridge deck in stage 2

10. Place the top course asphalt on the entire deck and approaches
11. Line mark lanes on the deck and approaches

12. Demobilize the site and clean-up

13. Restore the site and complete landscaping

Transit Plan - LRT Kingston Rd. and up Morningside

The City of Toronto has begun working with the TTC and Metrolinx to undertake
the technical planning necessary to address key issues for an LRT system from
Kennedy Subway Station to the University of Toronto - Scarborough Campus




(UTSC). Some of the outstanding issues include the connections of the LRT to
Kennedy Station, the Eglinton Crosstown, UTSC, and The PanAm Centre. and
There is also the potential for a future northern extension into the Malvern area
which needs to be looked at

Bus Service along Kingston Road

| am in process of working with the TTC to see what can be done to have a single
bus route running along Kingston Road from the Scarborough/Pickering border,
to Victoria Park Avenue. | will be reaching out to City Councillors Gary Crawford
and Jim Hart on the options for public bus service on Kingston Rd.

Sir Robert Bor den School Update

Having Sir Robert L. Borden sitting vacant is a huge concern for me. In particular
due to the above average youth unemployment rate in West Hill. | will be meeting
with the Ontario Community Hub Secretariat, Public School Trustee Jerry
Chadwick, and the Toronto Lands Corporation to make the concerns of our area
well known.

116 Poplar Road Severance Denied

There was an application before the City to have the house at this address torn
down, and the lot divided for two houses. This application was turned down by
City Planning staff. The owner appealed this decision to the new Toronto Local
Appeal Body (TLAB). The case was heard on September 12, where it was
denied. Please see attached a update from Councillor Ainslie circulated to
neighbouring properties.

85 Galloway Rd Beside CNR Railroad Tracks At OMB
During the September meeting of Scarborough Community Council | asked to
have City lawyers continue to oppose this application, and attend the OMB
Second Pre-Hearing - on November 22, 2017,(the first was on June 12). No
hearing date set yet.
